CALL TO ORDER.
Chairman Baca called the meeting to order. Board members Juan Montoya and Bruce Perlman were
also present.

19-45 and LB 19-46 have been settled. Mr. Montoya moved to approve the amended agenda. Mr.
Perlman seconded. Voted and passed 3-0.

Voted and
passed 3-0.

Assistant City Attorney Melissa Kountz appeared on behalf of the City and Attorney Fred Mowrer
appeared on behalf of APOA. The parties asked the Board for clarification on their decision for LB 19-
34 and LB 19-35. The parties presented brief arguments.
