[For the purposes of this section, “deputy administrative

officers” shall mean any position with supervisory authority over anyone in a

department director position.] Appointees requiring the advice and consent of

the Council shall be presented to the Council for confirmation within 45 days
after the Mayor takes office or after a vacant appointed position [isfilled] [has

a proposed appointee].

No person may serve in an interim

position for any of the above noted positions for a period of greater than 270

days unless the Council does not confirm an appointee presented to them

within the timeline stated within this section];

1. Add a new “Section 2” beginning on page 3, line 20 as follows. Renumber
subsequent sections as necessary.

¢ SECTION 2. VOTER EDUCATION

(A) The City Council shall allocate funds as necessary to implement a
comprehensive voter education program regarding Proposition P-24-3.

(B) The voter education program shall include, but not be limited to, the following
components:

1. Informational Materials: Creation and distribution of clear, concise, and
impartial informational materials that explain the proposed
amendments to the Albuquerque City Charter. These materials should
be available in multiple languages as deemed necessary by the City
Clerk.

2. Public Forums: Organization of a series of public forums across
different neighborhoods in Albuquerque to educate voters about the
proposition. These events should provide opportunities for voters to
ask questions and receive answers from knowledgeable officials.

3. Online Resources: Development of a dedicated webpage on the City’s
official website that provides detailed information about the proposition,
including frequently asked questions (FAQs), explanatory videos, and
links to additional resources.

4. Collaboration with Community Organizations: Partnership with local
community organizations, including those representing minority and
underserved populations, to ensure widespread dissemination of
information and engagement with all segments of the community.”

Explanation: This amendment proposes to implement a voter education requirement for
the proposed changes to the City Charter in P-24-3.
