c. Concern was expressed about the specificity of the language saying “a 28
day treatment program”. It was decided to add the phrase “a minimum
of” before any mention of the 28 day program.

d. A motion was made to accept the proposal as amended, and the motion
passed.

B) All Subcommittee members present signed a new conflict of interest form.
New Business
A) Robert Baade again reiterated the need for more Subcommittee members.
B) Subcommittee expectations of the staff was discussed. The Subcommittee
asked that future agendas be developed in concert with the Chair and Vice
Chair.
