These events are activated by the AFR Dispatch Center as a “Significant Event” based on specific criteria and emailed to media and specific AFR members
but does not include all responses by AFR to emergency calls. Fire causes are listed if known, otherwise it was not determined at the time of this report.

4/2 - Residential Fire: At approximately 0215 hours, AFR was dispatched to 228 Kathryn Ave SE in fire district 2 for reports of a possible 69D6M at an abandoned
single-family dwelling. Rescue 2 arrived on scene and reported light smoke coming from the eves and a small working fire in the interior. The fire was brought
under control within 13 minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was contained to the area of origin. The cause of the fire was an unintentional spread
of an abandoned fire by an unsheltered individual.

4/3 - Commercial Fire: At approximately 1430 hours, AFR was dispatched to Black Swan Events located at 10300 Menaul NE in fire district 9 for reports of a
possible structure fire. Ladder 9 arrived on scene and reported a working fire at a small commercial building showing flames from the alpha side. The fire was
brought under control within 11 minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was mostly contained to the interior and contents. AFR Fire Investigators
were called to determine the cause and origin of the fire.

4/5 - Residential Fire: At approximately 1715 hours, AFR was dispatched to a duplex located at 210 Edith SE in fire district 1 for reports of a possible structure
fire. Rescue 1 arrived on scene and reported a two story duplex with a working fire in the single story detached garage. The fire was brought under control
within 13 minutes of their arrival. A leaking natural gas line was involved and crews secured the gas prior to extinguishing the fire. Damage to the structure
was mostly contained to the detached garage. AFR Fire Investigators were called to determine the cause and origin of the fire.

4/7 - High-Life Occupancy Fire: At approximately 2235 hours, AFR was dispatched to an apartment complex located at 1015 Valencia Dr SE in fire district 11
for reports of a possible 69D1. Engine 11 arrived on scene and reported a two-story multi-family dwelling with light smoke coming from the 2nd floor. The fire
was brought under control within 8 minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was mostly contained to the kitchen area of the apartment. The cause of
the fire was due to food on the stove. It was determined as accidental in nature.

4/8 - Residential Fire: At 2330 hours, AFR was dispatched to 23 Sellars Dr NE in fire district 9 for reports of a possible structure fire. Ladder 9 arrived on scene
and reported a two-story, multi-family dwelling with smoke coming from the first floor. The fire was brought under control within seven minutes of their arrival.
Damage to the structure was mostly contained to the fire unit. A civilian was injured attempting to extinguish the fire. One civilian was found deceased and
resuscitation was attempted on scene. AFR Fire Investigators were called determine the cause and origin of the fire.

4/10 - Residential Fire: At approximately 1802 hours, AFR was dispatched to 9600 Central SW in fire district 14 for reports of a possible mobile home fire.
Engine 14 arrived on scene and reported heavy smoke and flames. The fire was brought under control within 20 minutes of their arrival. Damage to the
mobile home was a total loss. Two other mobile homes suffered minor damage from flame impingement. Two civilians suffered minor injuries and were not
transported. AFR investigators were called to determine the cause and origin of the fire.

4/12 - Apartment Fire: At approximately 0821 hours, AFR was dispatched to the El Pueblo apartments located at 1014 Valencia Dr NE in fire district 11 for
reports of a possible 69D. Rescue 11 was the first arriving unit on scene and reported a two-story, multi-family dwelling with working fire coming from the
second floor. The fire was brought under control within 10 minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was mostly contained to the fire location. One
civilian was injured and treated on scene and transported to a local hospital. AFR Fire Investigators were called to determine the cause and origin of the fire.

4/13 - MVA: At approximately 1102 hours, AFR was dispatched to I-40 just east of the Carnuel exit for a 29D2, motor vehicle roll over accident. Engine 12 was
the first arriving unit reporting a travel trailer that had rolled over and two heavily damaged vehicles. There were a total of five patients involved in the incident
of which four were transported to an area hospital. BCSO took over investigation of the incident.

4/18 - Residential Fire: At approximately 1749 hours, AFR was dispatched to 5336 Veronica Dr NE in fire district 16 for a 69D6S, single-family residential
structure fire. The AFR PIO was the first arriving unit and reported a single-story structure with smoke coming out of the eves all around the structure. The fire
was brought under control within 7 minutes of arrival. Damage to the structure was contained to a back bedroom and the attic space. There were no injuries
to any civilians or fire department personnel. AFR Fire Investigators were requested to the scene to assist with cause and determination.

4/18 - Apartment Fire: At approximately 1912 hours, AFR was dispatched to an apartment complex located at 1123 Mary Ellen St NE in fire district 9 for reports
of a possible 69E1, multi-story, multi-family apartment complex fire. Engine 11 arrived on scene and reported smoke and flames coming from the second floor.
The fire was brought under control within nine minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was mostly contained to the original fire apartment. Due to the
event, five occupants were displaced, and the management of the complex was able to provide alternate living accommodations. AFR Fire Investigators were
called to the scene to determine the cause and origin of the fire. The cause was listed as undetermined, but appeared to be accidental in nature.

4/19 - Residential Fire: At approximately 0052 hours, AFR was dispatched to 208 Wellesley Dr SE in fire district 3 for reports of a structure fire. Engine 3 was
the first arriving unit and reported a two-story, single-family residential structure that had heavy fire conditions coming from the second floor. This was also an
abandoned and boarded up residence with signs of occupants making entry. The fire was controlled within 10 minutes of their arrival. Damage was contained
to the second floor of the structure. The cause of the fire was determined to be an unattended accidental fire from an unhoused individual. The property was
turned over to CABQ Code Enforcement to secure the structure.

4/20 - Residential Fire: At approximately 0352 hours, AFR was dispatched to the 6600 block of Cochiti SE in fire district 5 for reports of a confirmed structure
fire at a vacant, single-family mobile home. Engine 11 arrived on scene and reported defensive fire conditions with a fully involved residence and multiple
adjacent vehicles. The fire was brought under control within 18 minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was a total loss. AFR Fire Investigators were
called and determined the fire was accidental/unintentional likely due to unshelterd individual activity.

4/21 - Residential Fire: At approximately 1208 hours, AFR was dispatched to 2321 Felicitas Rd SW in fire district 7 for reports of a possible explosion and
structure fire at a single-family dwelling. Engine 7 arrived on scene and reported a working fire with smoke showing coming from the east side of the house.
The fire quickly grew and conditions became defensive. The fire was declared under control within 25 minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was
extensive and the structure was determined to be unsafe to enter. AFR Fire Investigators were called to determine the cause and origin of the fire.

4/25 - Residential Fire: At approximately 0330 hours, AFR was dispatched to 6304 Buenos Aires Pl NW in fire district 18 for reports of a residential structure
fire. Fire crews arrived to find a working fire and initially attacked the fire from the exterior as they were gaining entry to the home. The fire was controlled in
about 15 minutes. The home sustained severe fire, smoke, and water damage due to firefighting efforts. Three pets were found to be deceased. The resident
did suffer injuries to both hands due to broken glass but was able to exit the home. The resident was displaced and AFR assisted the resident in contacting
Red Cross.

4/27 - Commercial Fire: At approximately 1253 hours, AFR was dispatched to an abandoned commercial structure at 1803 Broadway Blvd SE in fire district
2 for reports of a possible structure fire. Engine 2 arrived on scene and reported a small building with defensive fire conditions. The fire was brought under
control within 45 minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was severe causing the structure to become even more dangerous and uninhabitable. AFR
Fire Investigators were called to determine the cause and origin of the fire.

2. ABQ Youth and Family Services Director Katarina Sandoval partnered with West Mesa High School to create an opportunity for students to engage
with City of Albuquerque employees.

3. Ordinance 0O-24-1 was signed last month and allows for the administrative demolition of unsafe commercial buildings, unsafe accessory structures, or
dwellings unfit for lawful occupancy and/or human habitation. This ordinance, and changes to the housing code, are intended to speed up the process
for the demolition of qualifying substandard structures and ultimately be safer for firefighters and neighbors of those properties.

4. AFR’s newest apparatus Engine 2, Engine 3 and Engine 7 were recently put into service. These Pierce Enforcers are powered by L9 Cummins engines
with Allison 3000 transmissions and are equipped with Waterous 2000gpm pumps and carry 500 gallons of water.

5. 15 Paramedic and 13 Suppression Drivers recently took the Lieutenants promotional exam. 2024 is a testing year for AFR starting with the rank of Driver
in January. A Captains test will follow this summer and Battalion Chiefs in the fall.

6. Congratulations to Deputy Chief Kris Romero on his retirement from Albuquerque Fire Rescue! Kris started with Albuquerque Fire in 2003 as a
member of the 66th Cadet Class. He will retire as Deputy Chief Fire Marshal for AFR. Post retirement plans include golfing, fishing, and camping. Shift
Commander Jason Garcia will take over as the new Deputy Chief Fire Marshal.

ALBUQUERQUE FIRE RESCUE DIVISION UPDATES

New Pharmacy employee started.

LP15 and LUCAS PM still underway. Working with our Stryker rep to complete.

7 new LUCAS devices purchased to begin replacing older LUCAS devices nearing
end of life.

EMS TRAINING

During April our division delivered Lifesaver training to several local schools and
Albuquerque FBI field agents.

The AFR and NM Department of Workforce solutions EMS apprenticeship
program was in full swing. These apprenticeship students have spent the month
of April operating as EMTs on AFR rescues. They will be with us for several more
weeks and may be joining AFR in a more permanent capacity as they are in the
upcoming Cadet Class selection process.

The AFR studio has been hard at work producing training and recruitment content
for several AFR divisions.

The division continued to coordinate with the NM EMS Bureau to relicense all
AFR EMTs who are due for renewal this year, approximately 320 firefighters.
Coordinated, assigned, and tracked monthly department training on Vector
Solutions.

AFR currently has 1 student attending CNM’s paramedic program and 18 attending
UNM'’s. Our UNM students will be graduating in early May and should be hitting
the field soon thereafter.

We continued work on AFR’s PACER program and the rest of the curriculum for
AFR’s yearly EMS refresher, which will begin May 13th.

WILDLAND
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The Wildland Division hosted the 2024 ABQ Metro Area Wildland Engine Academy
for N6S cooperators. The Wildland Engine Academy curriculum consists of; S-211,
Portable Pumps and Water Use, BL-300 Fire Vehicle Driver Orientation, & N9018
Engine Operator. The students receive the knowledge and skills necessary to
operate and maintain a wildland fire engine during pre-suppression, suppression,
and post-fire operations.

AFR members that have completed RT-130 Annual Fireline Safety Refresher and
the Work Capacity Test become “red carded”. Obtaining a “Red Card” involves
a combination of classroom training, a field exercise and, a physical fithess
test. AFR uses the National Wildfire Coordinating Group (NWCG) Standards for
Wildland Fire Position Qualifications to determine the specific responsibilities,
skills, and certifications required for all individual fire positions. This training is
crucial in the wildfire management of Albuquerque’s open spaces.

The division received the last wave of new fire shelters for all AFR department
stations this month. These shelters are replacing current shelters that are reaching
the end of their life expectancy.

APRIL 2024

HAZMAT
» WIPP personal came to teach stations 13 and 17 on our new radiation monitors

purchased by WIIP funds. Projected implementation for these monitors will be
May 9. A and B shift will need to complete the training.

HEAVY TECHNICAL SERVICES
» April was a busy month for AFR and the HTR program. A lot of training was

completed. The long-awaited structural collapse course was held (pics on next
page). This course is 80 hours of intense labor and mind to rescue people out
of a collapsed building. 28 members joined us in this joint course including our
responding partners. A special thanks goes out to all our community partners
that made this course a success: Ln Curits and Sons, Paratech Inc, Rudy’s BBQ,
Pueblo Metals, Rinker Materials, Dewalt, Grainger, Corrales Fire Department,
Sandoval County Fire Department, and CABQ Solid Waste. Thank you all!

Also, this month 6 AFR members were able to complete their FEMA boat operators
course. Learning how to maneuver and safe practices for rescue members from
the river, lakes or flood waters.

The warm weather is bringing more wilderness rescue events. Many happened
in the month of April and one of note was a rock slide that occurred creating 25
patients and three of those were severely injured. AFR, along with 107 rescuers
from the Rio Grande valley and Santa Fe, responded to this major incident. Due
to every teams’ skills and strength and teamwork, everyone was able to return
home safe.
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FIRE INVESTIGATIONS DIVISION
» On April 15, 2024, at approximately 1146, AFR Investigations personnel were

dispatched out to 424 Broadway Blvd SE, APT-2. For a structure fire in a single-
story apartment complex where witnesses believed the tenant started the fire.
Engine 1 was the first arriving unit and observed nothing showing from the street
side and when they made their way into the courtyard of the complex, they noticed
light smoke coming out of APT-2 and residents attempting to extinguish the fire
with a garden hose. Engine 1 was able to extinguish the fire with tank water with
no additional supply from a hydrant. Upon arrival Investigators contacted Battalion
1 Chief E. Kane, BC Kane stated the fire was contained to a closet in the bedroom
with no extension. APD was on the scene due to multiple residents accusing the
tenant of APT-2 and getting aggressive. Executive director of the apartments,
John, stated the tenant was in the process of being evicted and had multiple
issues with her over six months. Investigators entered the apartment with BC
Kane as APD spoke with accused. Investigators noticed light smoke staining in
the kitchen and bedroom, on entering the bedroom BC Kane pointed out the area
of origin on the floor of the closet. The closet had moderate fire and heat damage
to the floor and wall. Fire crews pulled the charred drywall to check for extension
revealing no further extension. Investigators spoke with Ciera and Carlos who are
friends. Ciera and Carlos stated they stayed the night with accused. Ciera and
Carlos were asleep in the living room when they were awakened by the sound
of a door slamming. Carlos stated he smelled smoke and went to the kitchen to
check; he noticed smoke coming from the bedroom he then alerted Ciera and they
evacuated the apartment. Carlos and another male resident gained access to the
laundry room next to APT-2 to grab a garden hose and attempt to extinguish the
fire.

On April 17, 2024, at 1530 hours was contacted by APD Officer |. Cardenas about
a fire incident that had happened on April 16, 2024, involving a mobile home at
space 184. There have been repeated fire incidents at this address over the last
30 days involving Molotov cocktails. Fire Investigators arrived on the scene at
1625 hours and contacted APD officers. We then spoke to the complex manager.
She stated that security cameras are facing the driveway and she would check
for a vehicle that fits the description of the vehicle involved in the fire incidents
for video. She was busy at the moment, so an appointment was scheduled for
4-19-2024 at 1030 hours to review video footage. Fire Investigators and APD
officers then contacted residents at space 184. We spoke to resident who was
home alone at the time. He told Investigators about a fire event that happened on
4-17-2024 involving a Molotov cocktail. It was thrown at his house from a black
Honda CRV with an unknown male driving. The Molotov cocktail did not explode
but bounced and spread fire to the southwest corner of the trailer. He extinguished
the fire himself. He then contacted APD the following day to report the event. The
wife arrived shortly after we started speaking to resident. We were able to speak
to both individuals separately and ask about who might have been targeting their
property. Both individuals claim to not have any idea who might be doing this,
but it has been happening more frequently over the last week. Over the last 45
days, there have been approximately 5 incidents involving Molotov cocktails being
thrown at Space 184. A vehicle, trampoline, the east/west sides of the trailer, and
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the southwest corner were all targets of different Molotov cocktails that did varying
degrees of damage. The vehicle was damaged the most with the device landing
underneath the car and burning the underside severely. ATF Agent arrived on the
scene shortly after residents were interviewed. Fire Investigators discussed the
case with the ATF Agent. We agree that this was more than a coincidence, there
is a pattern of someone trying to destroy property and hurt or kill the residents
of Space 184. On April 19, 2024, at 1030 hours Fire Investigators and the ATF
Agent met back at 9600 Central Ave SW to review security camera footage. A
black Honda CRV was seen in multiple videos throwing Molotov cocktails at the
mobile home in space 184 notable on 4-16-24 and 4-12-24. The vehicle can be
described as a 1996 - 2000 Honda CRYV, black in color, with no license plates,
missing spare tire on the rear hatch, clear windows without tint, and a paint defect
on the hood. The man inside had been seen by employees at the complex and
the resident at space 184. He is a Hispanic male around 5’8” with short black hair
medium build. Images from the surveillance video will be used for a crime-stopper
tip. Molotov cocktails that were collected will be sent to ATF labs for examination
and analysis.

On April 24, 2024, at approximately 1645 hours Fire investigators responded to
905 Alta Monte Ave. NW at the request of Battalion Chief 1 J. Roumpf to investigate
the origin and cause of a fire incident that occurred. Fire Investigators spoke with
the homeowner, who stated that no one was home when the fire was ignited. She
stated there were household appliances and other miscellaneous items such as
wooden tables on the west exterior of the home. These contents were covered
by a blue covering/tarp. Upon examining the scene, it appears the tarp was the
item ignited and the fire propagated to the contents that were covered by the
tarp. There was severe heat and smoke-related damage to the contents that
were covered by the tarp. Contents included a stacked washer/dryer, dishwasher,
microwave, wooden tables, and other miscellaneous items stored in the area.
Fire Investigators spoke with several neighbors and obtained video footage. The
video footage captured a male entering the property (905 Alta Monte Ave NW),
moments after leaving the property, smoke, and flames appeared on the west
exterior and driveway area. Homeowner stated that another neighbor dialed 911
and he attempted to extinguish that fire with his garden hose. Homeowner also
identified the male. This fire incident caused an estimated $2,000.00 in fire and
heat-related damages. The classification of this fire incident is listed as incendiary,
photographs were taken and will be submitted accordingly. The timeline of events
captured on video supports that the fire was intentionally started. The cause of the
fire was determined to be the result of deliberate acts of an identified individual.
An arrest warrant was approved and signed by a judge. Suspect will be arrested
and charged with felony arson.

On April 25, 2024, Fire Investigators arrived on the scene and contacted
Incident Commander Battalion Chief 4 F. Sanchez. Battalion Chief 4 advised
Fire Investigators of the fire conditions and fire suppression efforts by fire crews.
Engine 18 was first on the scene and performed a transitional attack on the alpha
side of the structure. One resident self-extricated from the residence, however,
they sustained lacerations to both of his hands. Fire Investigators spoke with
the resident, and he stated that he was cooking food on the stove and that the
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right-rear burner was on. The resident stated that he fell asleep in the southwest
living room/den area while watching television. The resident stated that he was
woken up by one of his cats and he smelled smoke coming from the kitchen. The
resident noticed smoke and flames coming from the kitchen and attempted to
turn off the burner and exit the structure. While attempting to exit the structure, he
punched out the rear glass windows/door to try and remove his animals from the
residence. One dog and one cat were found deceased as a result of the fire. One
cat was not located after suppression efforts were halted. Fire Investigators spoke
with a neighbor, and she stated that she called 911. She stated that she saw the
owner in the backyard attempting to remove his pets. The resident was removed
from the hazard area, and he was assessed by AFR Rescue 7. The resident was
transported by Albuquerque Ambulance. Fire Investigators examined the interior
of the home and the resident’s story collaborated with interior conditions and fire
patterns. There was severe smoke and heat-related damage in the kitchen with
the area of origin located on the stove. There was a pot on the right-rear burner
with remnants of paper towels near the pot and stove. There was smoke damage
throughout the structure as a result of high heat conditions. The fire’s cause was
determined to be accidental. Animal Control was notified to remove the deceased
animals.

SPECIAL EVENTS

» Emergency Response Fair hosted by Delta Sigma theta Sorority, Inc. Albuquerque
Fire Rescue staffed a booth at the fair and was able to disseminate information
to the public about emergency preparedness for not only fires but many other
emergency events.

» E7 provided EMS standby at the ABQ Birthday event in Old Town.

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PUBLIC AFFAIRS / COMMUNITY RISK REDUCTION

» Captain Gray attended the NMDOH monthly Child Fatality Review-Youth Suicide
Panel. He continues to contribute to this panel on a monthly basis to provide an
EMS perspective and give recommendations to prevent youth suicide.

» Driver Rettinger, Captain Gray and Crisis Response Canine (CRC) Wrigley
attended the Public Safety vs. West Mesa High School Chess Tournament. This
event was orchestrated to provide the students a time to interact with public safety
and provide them with positive role models.

» Captain Gray, along with other members of the peer support team planned and
orchestrated Darrick Pino’s Memorial Service.

* Driver Rettinger, Captain Gray and CRC Wrigley attended Camp Enchantment to
support children diagnosed with cancer.

» Captain Gray applied for NMDPS grant funding for AFR Honor Guard. AFR was
awarded just over $28,000. This funding will be used to purchase AFR Honor
Guards a unique uniform that will become the standard uniform for AFR Honor
Guard. We will also use this funding to purchase 4 large American flags to be
assigned to each BC and utilized by ladder companies at events and ceremonies.

» Lt. Fejer covered a mutual aid response with Bernalillo County Fire Rescue
involving a propane truck rollover. The truck sustained a considerable leak and
AFR’s Hazardous Materials Squad was needed to assist with containment. The
footage and report were posted to the various social media platforms.

 Driver Rettinger and Lt. Fejer filmed the AFR Structural Collapse Course that was
held at Albuquerque Fire Academy. A short edit was posted to social media.

» Driver Rettinger provided photography at Deputy Chief Kris Romero’s and
Firefighter Cullen McDonald’s retirement parties.

* Driver Rettinger and Lt. Fejer coordinated and attended the AFR Push in
Ceremonies for Engine 2,3 and 7. These ceremonies were posted on the various
social media platforms.

» Attended Rocky Mountain Consortium meeting which featured a presentation by
Aurora Fire Rescue on data analytics based on changing department/city needs.

» Awaiting outcomes of the AFR Annual Compliance Report.
