These events are activated by the AFR Dispatch Center as a “Significant Event” based on specific criteria and emailed to media and specific AFR members
but does not include all responses by AFR to emergency calls. Fire causes are listed if known, otherwise it was not determined at the time of this report.

8/3 - Backcountry Rescue: At approximately 1100 hours, AFR Heavy Technical Rescue Team was dispatched to the Sandia Crest Nature Trailhead in BCFD
district 46 to assist multiple agencies with a wilderness rescue operation. Reports indicated a climber had fallen down a cliff and had sustained injuries.
AFR, APD, BCFD, BCSO, NMSP, Abq. Mountain Rescue, Cibola Rescue, UNMH EMS Consortium, Army National Guard, and NM State SAR all responded and
coordinated efforts. By 1102 AFR HTR1 and Team 1 had made visual contact with the patient. By 1144 they had made physical contact with the patient and
confirmed significant injuries sustained by the climber and requested an air med-evac from the command post. Nat. Guard Lobo1 responded from the Socorro
region and was hovering above the patient and ground teams by 1250. At 1305 the patient had been successfully hoisted in a stokes rescue basket and was
flown to UNMH ER for treatment.

8/3 - Residential Fire: At approximately 0852 hours, AFR was dispatched to 232 56th St NW in fire district 7 for reports of a possible structure fire. Ladder 7
was first on scene and reported a boarded up, single story, multi-family dwelling with a working fire in the crawl space. Crews had to work to gain access to
the structure and then performed a primary search in the structure while water was applied to the crawl space. The fire was brought under control within 17
minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure included two occupancies with fire, smoke, and water damage.

8/5 - Residential Fire: At approximately 0758 hours, AFR was dispatched to 3509 Pitt St NE in fire district 9 for reports of a possible 69D6S at a single-family
dwelling. Medic 9 arrived on scene and reported a working fire in a single-story residential structure that was abandoned and secured. The fire was brought
under control within nine minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was mainly in the living room, however smoke and heat affected the whole building.
One firefighter suffered a minor injury. There were no civilian injuries reported. AFR Fire Investigators were called to determine the cause and origin of the fire.

8/8 - Commercial Fire: At approximately 1638 hours, AFR was dispatched to an abandoned commercial building located at 6th St & Haines NW in fire district
4 for reports of a possible structure fire. First arriving AFR units arrived on scene and reported a large, abandoned commercial building with fire coming from
the south side. The fire was brought under control within 35 minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was significant. The cause was determined to
be incendiary.

8/11 - Commercial Fire: At approximately 1418 hours, AFR units were dispatched to 1833 8th St NW in fire district 4 for reports of a structure fire. Engine 4
arrived on scene of a large, abandoned warehouse and found a room and contents fire with light smoke and flames. Engine 4 stretched a line and began
attacking the fire as other units searched the structure and determined it was unoccupied. The fire was brought under control within eight minutes. Fire
investigators were dispatched to determine the cause of the fire.

8/12 - Residential Fire: At 0445 hours, AFR responded to reports of a trailer fire on the 2600 block of New York Ave SW in fire district 7 from multiple calls to
911. Engine 7 reported smoke showing from a small single-wide trailer. Engine 7 reported a working fire and quickly gained access through the front door.
Crews initially sprayed water from the exterior as conditions were well involved. Arriving units quickly searched the home and established a water supply
from a nearby hydrant. The fire was extinguished in approximately 10 minutes of the initial arrival. No one was home at the time of the fire. One occupant and
one cat will be displaced as the home is uninhabitable. Red Cross was contacted to assist the home owner and she will be staying with family members. The
caused was determined to be accidental in nature.

8/13 - Commercial Fire: At approximately 0525 hours, AFR responded to reports of a commercial structure fire at 1919 Old Town Rd NW in fire district 4. Engine
7 reported a single story commercial structure with smoke showing. Engine 7 established command and directed incoming units to establish a water supply
from a nearby hydrant and conduct a search as Engine 7 entered with attack lines to engage the fire inside the building. They were required to force entry into
the locked building and quickly controlled the fire in approximately 15 minutes of their arrival. The completed search revealed no one inside the building. AFR
investigators were dispatched to determine cause and origin. An adjacent store front is also being investigated as property damage to window and iron work
of the store front is believed to possibly be part of the same incident.

8/14 - Residential Fire: At approximately 1452 hours, AFR was dispatched to 247 Smith Ave SE in fire district 2 for reports of a possible brush fire. Rescue
2 arrived on scene and reported a working structure fire that involved two homes. The dispatch was upgraded to a full structure fire response. Crews made
access to both homes, performed searches, and extinguished the fires. A dog was located hiding under a bed and was removed and given oxygen via a pet
oxygen mask. The fire was brought under control within 45 minutes of their arrival. Both structures suffered significant damage. Two occupants suffered
minor injuries and were evaluated by crews on scene. Fire investigators were dispatched to determine a cause.

8/16 - Residential Fire: At approximately 1651 hours, AFR was dispatched to 3101 Loma Pedregosa NW in fire district 17 for reports of a possible structure fire
at a single family dwelling. Ladder 17 arrived on scene and reported heavy smoke and fire coming from the back side of the structure. The fire was brought
under control within 30 minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was significant. There were no reports of injuries to any civilians or firefighters. The
residence was uninhabitable. The property owner was displaced. The owner had friends and family to stay with. The Fire Investigations Division responded
for cause determination.

8/18 - Residential Fire: At approximately 0341 hours, AFR was dispatched to 12417 Placid NE in fire district 8 for reports of a possible structure fire at a
single family dwelling. Engine 12 arrived on scene and reported heavy smoke and fire coming from the front side of the structure. The fire was brought under
control within 45 minutes of their arrival. Fire crews rescued an uninjured dog. Damage to the structure was significant. The residence was uninhabitable. The
property owner was displaced. The owner had friends and family to stay with. The Fire Investigations Division responded for cause determination.

8/20 - Commercial Fire: At approximately 0335 hour, AFR was dispatched to the NAPA Paint Store located at 1005 2nd St NW in fire district 4 for reports of a
possible structure fire. Engine 4 arrived on scene and reported a large commercial building with an outside fire impinging upon the front of the building. The
fire was brought under control within seven minutes of their arrival. Damage to the structure was mostly contained to an exterior wall and the electric utility
service. Extension into the building was halted within 30 minutes. No injuries of civilians or firefighters was reported. AFR Fire Investigators were dispatched
to determine the cause and origin of the fire.

8/20 - Residential Fire: At approximately 1250 hours, AFR was dispatched to the 7200 block of Carson Trail NW in fire district 18 for reports of a possible
structure fire at a two story, single family dwelling. Engine 17 arrived on scene and reported working fire coming from the eves and attic space. The fire was
brought under control within 61 minutes of their arrival. Smoke and water damage to the structure was mostly contained to the fire location. The cause was
determined to be accidental due to faulty appliances.

Monsoon season means flash floods and this year was no different. Ladder 13, Squad 3, Rescue 9, and Battalion 3 responded to I-40 and Wyoming for a
flood channel rescue involving a confirmed victim and a dog in the arroyo. Rescue 9 rescued the dog and as additional resources arrived they rescued
the individual from the arroyo. Squad 2 secured the individual with a harness and Ladder 13 used their aerial platform and roof ladder to remove the
individual from the flood channel.

Completed our Fast-Track EMT-B course. The students pass rate for their first
attempt of the NREMT test was 92% for the 102nd Cadet Class. The students
have already received their NM EMT licenses and are working in their field
assignments.

The AFR studio shot and edited multiple EMS training videos with Dr. Pruett,
Battalion Chief Ortiz, and field providers. These videos will be released over the
next several months as EMS continuing education for all of AFR.

Coordinated, assigned, and tracked monthly department training on Vector
Solutions.

AFR currently has 1 student attending CNM'’s paramedic program, and 10 in
UNM'’s program. The 5 AFR members selected to attend Santa Fe Community
College’s paramedic program started the course on August 19.

The EMS Training Division is continuing our annual training audit for the state
relicensure process. This ensures all licensure requirements are met and all
necessary training is completed by the end of the year.

EART

HEART provided 78 rides with its “Rides with HEART” rideshare service.

The HEART Home Modification Program provided 29 home modification
installation services. These home installations included grab bar installations,
door widening and ramp building in order to prevent falls.

HEART received, processed and are working on 82 referrals for service. The
patients were processed and moved into one of our many programs.

In a partnership with the Office of Substance Abuse Prevention, HEART provided
AFR Stations with “Leave Behind Narcan Kits” to provide to community members
in need. More inventory was ordered, kits were built and are being distributed.
Fentanyl Strips to frontline units has been completed and supply will be ongoing.
Buprenorphine Program- Inserting information for suboxone treatment in the LBN
kits. Individuals will receive access to an app with counseling, cognitive behavioral
therapy and contingency mgmt. Plus, monetary rewards for compliance. Will be
an ongoing push.

To date, the HEART BEATS stroke discharge program has received over 494
referrals for service. HEART is currently working with 57 patients in the program.
Pediatric Assessment Program is live. AFR HEART division partnered with UNM
Hospital for pediatric bronchiolitis assessments. The mission is to provide a
patient visit with assessment 24-48 hours post discharge for sick children who
were discharged from the hospital with oxygen. Currently we have worked with
28 patients.

PECMO is cutting edge cardio pulmonary resuscitation care that is being
integrated into Albuquerque’s EMS System.

« Utilizing the Quality Assurance process the EMS Division identified, addressed,
and corrected multiple issues ranging from simple medication errors to
opportunities for improvement in the patient care that is rendered by AFR and
our other community shareholder personnel.

WILDLAND

* The Type 6 Engine Crew, and our Task Force Leader trainee returned home this
month from their assignment in Washington. The Type 6 Engine Crew and Task
Force Leader were used as an initial attack/large incident resource in Washington.
Both resources received stellar reviews from their supervisors. The Wildland
Division adds two certified Engine Operators and a Task Force Leader to out of
state deployments.

The Wildland Division continues to receive requests every week, from around
the nation, and the state of New Mexico. AFR facilitated two and denied seven
requests based off of current staffing. The west coast is experiencing extreme fire
behavior due to the hot and dry fire weather conditions. AFR’s Wildland Division
is still anticipating fire assignments that may be coming from surrounding local
areas and out of state.

The Wildland Task Force would also like to thank, Firefighter Stephan Nicholishen
for mitigating a hazard tree on a wildland incident in the Bosque.

EAVY TECHNICAL SERVICES

AFR joined its responding partners (APD and NM Search and Rescue and
Bernalillo County) this month for many rescues in the open spaces around
Albuquerque.

To start out we all responded to a fallen climber in the Sandia with multiple injuries
resulting in a threat to life and limb. After 600’ of rope work to access her, advanced
life support was administered to the patient at the point of injury. Thankfully the
weather was good and the thunderstorms had not arrived at this point. The NM
National Guard Black hawk was able to fly and worked with teams in the middle
of the cliff to fly the patient out from the rescue site. If the helicopter had not been
available, we believe the rescue would have taken many more hours to get out.
Immediately following this rescue another stranded party in the Sandias with an
injured leg needed to be rescued 500’ on the cliffs. This resulted in all agencies
working together within days of each other for large rescues.

The outdoors kept calling and so did the people as dispatch centers received calls
for a hiker whom was lost and had seen mountain lions. AFR and APD responded
along with Game and Fish to identify there were indeed mountain lions in the
area of the hiker who was lost. The lions were seen and showed no aggressive
behaviors and no interactions between responders and the lions were needed.
The hiker hiked out without injury with the SAR team.

AZMAT

Walk-through of Sunports fuel facility. Was able to speak with employees about
hazards at the facility, suppression systems in place, training and policies in
place, and was able to pre-plan fire department suppression activities.

Attended first meeting of mutual aid emergency response for presidential election
mail-in ballots coming in November. The purpose was to meet the personal who
will be hosting, participants, and building familiarization of the facility.

Attended the first annual tabletop exercise with Double Eagle airport, personnel
from ABQ Sunport and APD aviation. The real purpose of the exercise was to see
how AFR responded to an incident and how will we initiate a Unified Command.
Also discussed how communications between all departments would take place.
Made contact with Kirtland AFB Fire about using their Gemini monitor for the
upcoming election that will happen in November. Explained to them the use of the
monitor is much more effective than what we currently have. The monitor will be
in use from October to one week past the election date.

Responding crews arrived and discovered a working
fire with smoke and flames from an open door. Engine 7 engaged in suppression
efforts to halt further progress and limit damage. Fire Investigators have determined
the fire to be incendiary and are continuing to work with APD on the case.

* On August 18th, 2024 at 0348 hours, AFR Fire Investigations Division responded
to 12417 Placid Ave NE to determine origin and cause of a fire incident involving
a residential structure fire. AFR crews arrived on scene and discovered a working
fire. E12 engaged in suppression efforts to halt further progress and limit damage.
Due to extensive damage and deteriorating conditions, crews transitioned
to a defensive strategy and the fire was brought under control. Fire cause is
undetermined and closed pending further workable evidence.
