Personnel who are certified law enforcement officers through the New Mexico

Department of Public Safety.

Police officers will be under the direct supervision of a sergeant or first-line
supervisor.

Reserve Officer

A part-time, unsalaried, certified civilian volunteer who has police authority while on
duty and under the supervision of a sworn full-time officer.
