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5. Old Business 

CPC’s Are Not Held To Open The Meetings Act 

Ms. Espinoza explained that CPCs are not held to Open Meetings Act. The meetings are required by the 

DOJ settlement agreement. But since the CPCs make recommendations, rather than active policies, it 

does not fall under the jurisdiction of the Open Meetings Act. 

This means that: 

 Robert’s rules of order are good 

 It’s OK to meet without a quorum. 

 Less structure is needed. 

 Meetings should still be noticed, but is not mandatory.

Council members discussed how to reach out to the community. Ideas included: 

 Invite block captains.

6. Crime Report 

Sgt. Dennis Tafoya discussed crimes in the area. 

There was a homicide about two weeks ago. A truck drove and knocked over wall. The guy was shot 5 

times in the face. He was at a park, and drove across the field. It was possibly a drug deal gone bad. The 

door was open, and the shell casing inside.  

More homeless and drug deals are moving this way. In the valley, there are some who fight for 

intersections. There is a supposedly disabled man who is actually acting, and ties his legs up.  

7. New Business 

Possible Resolutions 

The following topics were discussed as possible resolutions to be considered at the next meeting. These 

included:  

1. Break down shifts. Try to find information about how officer's time is used in shifts. This related 

to the cost of having officers drive across town to buy gasoline. 

 

2. The bid next month. There are only 360 officers, but the city is transferring extra officers in 

temporarily, to meet the requirement to have 400 officers. 

 

3. Getting statistics from the call center about times to respond 

to different levels of priority calls. 
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4. Getting true staffing and manning numbers. For example how 

many are at the courthouse or in administrative positions. 

 

5. What are the different priority levels and how what are the times 

for a response. (This is possibly covered by 3)
