Crime Trends

The Valley Area Command uses the Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) data to determine crime trends in
the area. When a response is indicated, the information received from the caller will be entered into
the CAD for a response. The information from the caller allows ECC staff to determine the priority of the
call, how many officers to dispatch, and it provides the officers with vital information so they can
determine what action to take as they respond to a call for service.

Residential Burglaries

There has been an increase of Residential burglaries in April 2022. It is always good practice to make it
look like someone is home at all times. Turn a radio on to a talk show station when you are gone, this
will make it appear that someone is inside of your home.

Commercial Burglaries

There has been an increase of Commercial burglaries in April 2022. If your business is closed, we
recommend that you check your property periodically, be sure to leave lights on and clean up any debris
or growth around the property. These small steps may deter a criminal.

Auto Burglaries

There has been an increase of auto burglaries in April 2022. Be sure you are keeping your belongings
out of site and remove anything of value. It is a great idea to pack a bag with items you need for the day
and take it with you when you get out of the vehicle.

Stolen Vehicles

There has been an increase of auto thefts in April 2022. Using devices such as kill switches, alarms, clubs
and locking doors and windows, also try to park in an area with good lighting to try to deter a criminal.

Carjacking

There has been a decrease in carjacking’s in April 2022. Always be aware of your surroundings. Pay
special attention when you are at a standstill such as when you are at a stop light or in a parking lot.
Keep doors locked, roll up your windows and notice who is in the immediate area.

Robbery to an Individual

There were no reported robberies to an individual for April 2022. Use situational awareness, look
around, walk with confidence, make eye contact and read peoples body language. If you do find
yourself in this situation give them whatever possession they are demanding, remember, possessions
can always be replaced - you, cannot.

Commercial Robbery

There has been a decrease of commercial robberies in April 2022. Train your employees to be on the
lookout for suspicious behavior and report it immediately. Start training your brain to make note of
how someone looks and what they are wearing, including their shoes. Many criminals will change their
clothing but they will not change their shoes.

Robbery By Gunpoint

There has been a decrease of robbery by gunpoint in April 2022. After the robbery occurs call 911 and
lock your doors. If there are witnesses ask if they can stay to give a description of the offender. Do not
discuss what you saw with others, wait to give a description to the officer.

Residential Robbery

There residential robberies have remained the same in April 2022. Always identify who is at the door
before opening it. Keep doors locked at all times. Keep an eye out for suspicious persons/vehicles in
the neighborhood.

Actions we can take now to lower crime and make our City safer

ALBUQUERQUE METRO CRIME INITIATIVE

Throughout the summer of 2021, Mayor
Keller convened leaders from across the
criminal Justice system to collaborate on
crime-fighting In the metro area. The Metro
Crime Initiative (MCI) brought together the
stakeholders who are a part of the criminal
Justice system In Bernallllo County to
propose Ideas and solutlons as Immediate
actlonable ltems.

MCI explored a case study which follows a young adult moving through the local
criminal Justice system. The case study gave a realistic situation for participants to
conslder and provoked Ideas on how to lower crime from all sides. MCI generated
a to-do list of nearly 40 actlon ltems the City and our partners are now pursulng
to lower crime In Albuquerque. The action Items focus on fighting crime, reducing
gun violence, closing the revolving door, rebullding the behavioral health system,
and expanding vielence Intervention
programs, MCI will make both
policy and funding requests to the
New Mexico State Legislature that
can help lower crime In the metro
area.

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KELLER ADMINISTRATIONS' EFFORTS TO REDUCE
VIOLENT CRIMES

To Improve homicide Investigations, outreach and support for victim famliies,
Mayor Keller and the Albuquerque Police Department have

- Tripled the number of detectives In the homicide unit and the support staff
around them.

- Created the Deputy Commander of the Criminal Investigation Division, who
adds experlence from the prosecutor's office to bulld the most robust
homicide cases.

- Brought on a Victim Llalson Manager for Homicldes, giving victim families
anImmediate contact resource within APD who works closely with homicide
Investigators. This also frees up detectives to focus more on the work they
need to complete while giving familes the time and attention they deserve.

- Created Digltal Intel Team to use advanced Investigative techniques to solve
more cases.

- Launched the Duke City Case Flles program, which features one open
homicide case at a time and Is shared widely on soclal medla to
generate tips on the case. This Includes personal storles from famliles.

- First Detective Academy
occurred In June
2021, and the next one
Is scheduled for
January 2022.

- Created the Violence
Intervention Program
(VIP), which Identifies
those who are currently
Involved or at highest
risk of being Involved In
the cycles of gun
violence. The Program
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Leglslative asks Include:
- Penalty enhancements and/ or mandatory minimums for possesslon/use of
frearm during crime

- Pre-trlal presumptions for use/possession of firearm during crime (ball reform)

- Prohiblt the firearm enhancement statute from being plead out In
criminal cases

- Increase minimum time served for crimes with firearm use
- Close loopholes In Extreme Risk Protection Order
- Adequately fund 24/7 pre-trial monitoring services

- Grand Jury for DA COVID backlog and to prevent re-traumatization of sexual
assault and child victims

« LImit case management order to those cases where defendant Is detalned

- Create a statewlde Violence Intervention Program (VIP) through
enabling leglslation

- Create task force to examine officer retention and lateral recrultment
programs for all police agencles In NM

- State funding for more police officers

- Continued warrant sweeps with State Police

- Examine gun violence as a public health Issue
- Require gun owners to secure weapons

- Pre-trlal presumptions for use/possession of firearm during crime (ball reform)

- By Executlve Order created the Gun Violence Prevention Task Force to
reduce gun violence by developing a comprehensive viclence reduction
strategy through a public health lens. Representatives will, among others,
Include community organizations and those directly Impacted by
gun violence.

- Expanding the Detective Academy to Include the voices of victims’ familles.
- Increasing use of digltal and soclal media to prevent and Investigate crimes.
- Crime Victims Reparations Support.

- Developing of online resource list for survivors.
- Supporting more Mental health awareness In schools.
