Crime Trends

The Valley Area Command uses the Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) data to determine crime trends
in the area. When a response is indicated, the information received from the caller will be entered
into the CAD for a response. The information from the caller allows ECC staff to determine the
priority of the call, how many officers to dispatch, and it provides the officers with vital information
so they can determine what action to take as they respond to a call for service.

Residential Burglaries

There has been an increase of Residential burglaries February 2022. It is always good practice to
make it look like someone is home at all times. Turn a radio on to a talk show station when you are
gone, this will make it appear that someone is inside of your home.

Commercial Burglaries

There has been a decrease of Commercial burglaries in February 2022. If your business is closed, we
recommend that you check your property periodically, be sure to leave lights on and clean up any
debris or growth around the property. These small steps may deter a criminal.

Auto Burglaries

There has been a decrease of auto burglaries in February 2022. Be sure you are keeping your
belongings out of site and remove anything of value. It is a great idea to pack a bag with items you
need for the day and take it with you when you get out of the vehicle.

Stolen Vehicles

There has been a decrease of auto thefts in February 2022. Using devices such as kill switches,
alarms, clubs and locking doors and windows, also try to park in an area with good lighting to try to
deter a criminal.

Carjacking

There were no reported carjacking’s in February 2022. Always be aware of your surroundings. Pay
special attention when you are at a standstill such as when you are at a stop light or in a parking lot.
Keep doors locked, roll up your windows and notice who is in the immediate area.

Robbery to an Individual

There were no reported robberies to an individual for February 2022. Use situational awareness,
look around, walk with confidence, make eye contact and read peoples body language. If you do
find yourself in this situation give them whatever possession they are demanding, remember,
possessions can always be replaced - you, cannot.

Commercial Robbery

There has been a decrease of commercial robberies for February 2022. Train your employees to be
on the lookout for suspicious behavior and report it immediately. Start training your brain to make
note of how someone looks and what they are wearing, including their shoes. Many criminals will
change their clothing but they will not change their shoes.

Robbery By Gunpoint

There has been a decrease of robbery by gunpoint for February 2022. After the robbery occurs call
911 and lock your doors. If there are witnesses ask if they can stay to give a description of the
offender. Do not discuss what you saw with others, wait to give a description to the officer.

Residential Robbery

There has been an increase of residential robberies for February 2022. Always identify who is at the
door before opening it. Keep doors locked at all times. Keep an eye out for suspicious
persons/vehicles in the neighborhood.

Residential & Commercial CPTED's Crime Prevention through

Environmental Design (CPTED) (Security survey) - This newest crime

prevention program discusses an approach in which the environment and structures of
proposed projects are analyzed to determine what changes and use of technology may
result in fewer crime problems in the foreseeable future.

Presentations (ex: Personal safety, Bullying, Scams/Frauds)- This summary
program urges neighbors to join with the criminal justice system to help
themselves become less vulnerable targets for criminals.

Set up McGruff Appea rances at your events (Ex: Schools, Community centers, etc.).
Set up a table at your events with pamphlets/promotional items.

Set up Coffee with a Cop, Lemonade with a cop or any event you would like to have with
an officer.

Assist the public with issues or concerns.

Provide pamphlets on a variety of topics (ex: Active shooter, Auto theft, Child safety, Scams
etc.).

Neighborhood watch (Organizing Meeting) - Presented to residents of a one block
area (20-25 houses maximum), our staff discusses residential burglary prevention and
home security with particular attention to doors, windows, and other potential points of
illegal entry. Those attending are registered in the Operation Identification program and
are informed of area crime data. By selecting a Block Captain to function as a
neighborhood leader in crime prevention, the organized neighborhood may then
purchase NOAC (Neighborhood Organized Against Crime) street signs featuring the
"Watching Eye." This program is presented only in neighborhoods and residential
areas.

Crime Free Multi Housing for apartment complexes — The Crime Free Multi-Housing

Program is a, state-of-the-art, crime prevention program designed to reduce crime,
drugs, and gangs on apartment properties.

ALBUQUERQUE METRO CRIME INITIATIVE

Throughout the summer of 2021, Mayor
Keller convened leaders from across the
criminal Justice system to collaborate on
crime-fighting In the metro area. The Metro
Crime Initiative (MCI) brought together the
stakeholders who are a part of the criminal
Justice system In Bernallllo County to
propose Ideas and solutlons as Immediate
actlonable ltems.

MCI explored a case study which follows a young adult moving through the local
criminal Justice system. The case study gave a realistic situation for participants to
conslder and provoked Ideas on how to lower crime from all sides. MCI generated
a to-do list of nearly 40 actlon ltems the City and our partners are now pursulng
to lower crime In Albuquerque. The action Items focus on fighting crime, reducing
gun violence, closing the revolving door, rebullding the behavioral health system,
and expanding vielence Intervention
programs, MCI will make both
policy and funding requests to the
New Mexico State Legislature that
can help lower crime In the metro
area.
