RATIONALE:

The Monitor's previous reports did not give credit to the Northeast CPC for having
made recommendations in 2015, even though these were posted online in the
minutes,

We submitted three recommendations to the Chief in 2015; at that time there
was not a standardized form for submittal nor a clear tracking procedure for the
response process.

We are therefore re-submitting “A Recommendation to Expedite Setting Up Web
Pages for All Six Area Commands and Link these Web Sites to the City of
Albuquerque Web Page for APD”, which we passed in our July 14, 2015, public
meeting. We are also attaching the July 14, 2015, meeting minutes that record its
passage and original submittal.



While we have been aware that APD subsequently acted on this
Recommendation, we are requesting official response using the recently adopted
schedule and format, so that the Independent Monitor and his auditor, Steve
Rickman, will have an auditable account for our CPC.

‘The web sites www.northeastareacommand.com and www.foothilisareacommand.com have
many helpful features that supplement the APD section of the City website{www.cabg.gov) and

enhance communication between residents with web access and the area command in which
they live or wark., For example, the Daily Watch Notes put out by the Crime Prevention
Specialists are helpful to residential Neighborhood Watch block Captains as well as those who
are interested in preventing commercial crime. The events calendars not only show when the
area command office is open but aiso provide schedules of meetings of interest to
neighborhood assodations, classes and presentations put on by the area command, and more.
The menu of links to making police reports, retrieving accident reports, Leads Online,
Crimestoppers, and many others are valuable resources for the community served by the area
command.

We recommend that APD and the City make It a priority to set up fuily functioning websites for
the remaining area commands that do not yet have them.

We further recommend updating the City web pages to add links to each area command web
site (as soon as it is avallable) to the thumbnail sketch information presently listed for each area
command.
